CONDITIONS AND GENERAL REGULATIONS
Commercial lawn fertilizer applicators shall permit the City of Circle Pines to sample any
commercial lawn fertilizer application to be applied within the City of Circle Pines at any time
after issuance of the initial license.
The commercial lawn fertilizer applicator license or a copy thereof shall be in the possession
of any party employed by the commercial lawn fertilizer applicator when conducting lawn
fertilizer applications within the City.
Licensee shall comply with the provisions of the State of Minnesota Fertilizer and Soill
Conditions Law as contained in Minnesota Statutes Sections 17.711 through and including
17.729 and amendments thereto.
Lawn fertilizer applications shall not be applied when the ground is frozen or between
November 15" and April 15" of the succeeding year.
No person, firm, corporation or franchise shall apply liquid fertilizer within the City of Circle
Pines which contains more than one-half (1/2) percent by weight of phosphorus, or granular
fertilizer which contains more than three percent by weight of phosphorus, unless the single
application is less than or equal to .10 pounds of phosphorus per 1000 square feet in the form
of P205.
Annual application amount shall not exceed 0.5 pounds of phosphorus per 1000 square feet
of lawn area.
No person shall apply fertilizer to impervious surfaces.
Fertilizer applications shall not be made within ten feet of any wetland or water resources.

EXEMPT: Newly established turf areas shall not be limited by this ordinance on the quantity of

phosphorus for the first growing season.
